What's a Resumé?

A resumé is the summary of your education, employment history,
skills, and accomplishments. It is the “the story of you.” It is also a
“living” document, because it will change every time you acquire new
knowledge, a new skill or a new job. The purpose of a resumé is to give
a prospective employer a snapshot of what you have done and what
you have the ability to do. When combined with a cover letter, it
becomes an effective marketing tool—one that is marketing you!

A resumé should make a good first impression and make the employer
want to know more about you. How can you accomplish this?

e Make it short—it should be no more than one or two pages.

¢ Organize it—the information should be coherent and
presented in an attractive and tidy way.

e Focus it for the employer—show how your skills and
accomplishments can benefit an employer.

e Have proof—be able to prove every statement about yourself
with a specific, recent example.

Credit and Debt

Overview

What is this thing we call credit? Credit is a lot like a “reputation” that
you acquire over a period of time. It tells banks and other companies
how reliable you are at paying your bills and sticking to agreements of
paying things off, such as a loan or credit card.

A bad credit rating can stay with you for up to seven years. For this
reason, it is very important to manage your credit wisely. In a few years,
when you want to get a loan for a new car or another large purchase,
you don’t want the mistakes you make now—such as not paying the
balance of the new credit card— to come back to haunt you.
